Junaluska Conference and Retreat Center of the Southeastern 
Jurisdiction of The United Methodist Church.

Monya Jatuan Davis Logan, for twelve years, has served as Minister 
of Worship and Arts at the St. Luke "Community" UMC, Dallas, TX, 
where there are eleven choirs.  She states, "At St. Luke we define 
worship as being ushered into God’s presence.
